The major Entrepreneurship initiatives carried out by EDC are as following.

Year 2013-14:

1. EDC, KITSW, was instrumental in equipping a group of students with all
necessary support for BUSINESS PLAN COMPETITION- 2013, in which
they bagged first prize.
